After
2 lot of brainstorming this curriculum has been developed to empower the specinl
tenchers‘educators 1o ensure education of studends with disabilities in an nclusive,
Fight based and barrier free environment. Tt Is in tune with the refanms in Indian
education and teacher education system in general with specific reference to NCTE
Wotification of December 2014. 1t intends to place 1eacher education preparstion in
special education in the rights- perspective of the tnrger picture, The prime intention
45 tar develop o texk force af the special fegchers/educators wia can deliver the best i
all settings: inclusive, special, open or homie bazed and in all the rofes: classroom
teacher, resource feachier, Iinerant teacher or orags disebility feacker focilivarors.
This document proposes the program siructure for the duration of two years 5o that
& wide range of knowledge and skills can be inculcated in trainee teachers during the
program. Difference in philosoplies and theorles benween special and general education
need to be bridged and special educators and teachers trained 10 collaborate to meed
diverse needs in the classroom, The program structure readies thesn fof embarking on
2 fulfilling professional journey spured by refection and practices.

A teacher would need the firs set
of skills to develop a basic understanding of curriculum transsetion &nd content
redagogical knowledgs s well &s change apant. collaboration, communication and
time manageiment skills. PFrovision of the second $e1 would be required, sinee eross
disnbility expertise is more relevant within the fremework of inalusion; and a teacher
would need the thied set 1o specialise in one of the disabilities particularly far serving
the needs of children with specifle disability in inclusive s well as special sefting.
Inclusion is st the cducational centre stage today and hence the role af gpecial and
generdd teachers need to be operationalized systematically, To give the program more
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pragmatic relevance, izsuss related 1o projecied nesds, employability, career and
higher education options and cnery level eligibility are given serious consideration so
the opportunities for a special educntor are at par with ieschers in general education.
