quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected;

iii. if there isa discrepancy between words is related to and arithmetic

error, in which case the amount in figures shall prevail subject to (i) and

(ii) above. /

If the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated Bid does not accept
the correction of errors, its Bid shall be disqualified and its Bid Securing
Declaration shall be executed.

2. Procuring Entity’s Right to Vary Quantities.
