Filling an appeal

If any bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission of the Procuring
Entity is in contravention to the provisions of the Act or the Rules or the Guidelines issued there
under, he may file an appeal to First Appellate Authority, as specified in the Bidding Document within
a period of ten days form the date of such decision or action, omission, as the case may be, clearly
giving the specific ground or grounds on which he feels aggrieved;

Provided that after the declaration of a Bidder as successful the appeal may be filed only by a Bidder
who has participated in procurement proceedings;

Provided further that in case a procuring Entity evaluates the Technical Bids before the opening of the
Financial Bids, an appeal related to the matter of Financial Bids may be filed only by a Bidder whose
Technical Bid is found to be acceptable;

The officer to whom an appeal is filed under para (1) shall deal with the appeal as expeditiously as
possible and shall Endeavour to dispose it of within days from the date of the appeal.

If the officer designated under para (1) fails to dispose of the appeal filed within the period specified in
para (2), or if the Bidder of prospective bidder or the Procuring Entity is aggrieved by the order
passed by the First Appellate Authority, the Bidder or prospective bidder or the Procuring Entity, as
the case may be, may file a second appeal to second Appellate Authority specified in the Bidding
Document in this behalf within fifteen days from the expiry of the period specified in para (2) or the
date of receipt of the order passed by the First Appellate Authority, as the case may be.

Appeal not to lie in certain cases

No appeal shall lie against any decision of the Procuring Entity relating to the following matters,

Applicability of the provisions of confidentiality,

Form of Appeal

(b) Every appeal shall be accompanied by an order appealed against, if any, affidavit verifying the facts
stated stated in the appeal and proof of payment of fee.

(c) Every appeal may be presented to First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority, as the
case may be, in person or through registered post or authorized representative.

Fee for filing appeal

(a) Fee for first appeal shall be rupees two thousand five hundred and for second appeal shall be
rupees ten thousand, which shall be non-refundable.

(b) The fee shall be paid in the form of bank demand draft of banker’s cheque of a Scheduled Bank in
India payable in the name of Appellate Authority concerned.

The First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority, as the case may be, upon filing of appeal,
shall issue notice accompanied by copy of appeal, affidavit and documents, if any, to the respondents
and fix date of hearing.

(b) On the date fixed for hearing, the First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority, as the
case may be, shall,-

(i) hear all the parties to appeal present before him; and

(ii) Peruse or inspect documents, relevant records or copies therof relating to the matter.

(c) After hearing the parties, perusal or inspection of documents and relevant records or copies
thereof relating to the matter, the Appellate Authority concerned shall pass an order in writing and
provide the copy of order to the parties to appeal free of cost.

If the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated Bid does not accept the correction

2. Procuring Entity’s Right to Vary Quantities.

(i) At the time of award of contract, the quantity of Goods, works of services

Samples :

Tenders for articles marked within the schedule shall be accompanied by two set of samples of
the articles tendered properly packed. Such samples if submitted personally will be received in
the office.

Insurance

(i) The goods will be delivered at the destination godown in perfect condition. The supplier, if he
so desires, may be insured the valuable goods against loss by theft, destruction or damage, by
fire, flood, under exposure to whether or otherwise viz. (war, rebellion, riot, etc.). The insurance
charges will be borne by the supplier and State will not be required to pay such charges , if
incurred.

(i) The articles may also be got insured at the cost of the Purchaser, if so desired by the
Purchaser.In such cases, the insurance should invariably be with Life Insurance Corporation of
India or its subsidiaries.

Payments:

(i) Advance payment will not be made except in rare and special cases. In case of advance
payment being made, it will be against proof of despatch and to the extent as prescribed in
financial powers by rail/reputed goods transport companies, etc., and prior inspection,if any. The
balance if any will be paid on receipt of the consignment in good condition with the certificate to
that effect endorsed on the inspection not given to the tenderer.

(i) Unless otherwise agreed between the parties payment for the delivery of the stores will be
made on submission of bill in proper form by the tenderer to the Purchase Officer in accordance
with G.F.&A.R all remittance charges will be bore by the tenderer.

Delivery period may be extended with or without liquidated damages if the delay in the supply
of goods is on account of hindrances beyond the control of the tenderer.

Recoveries : Recoveries of liquidated damages, short supply, breakage, rejected articles shall
ordinary be made from bills. Amount may also be withheld to the extent of short supply,
breakages, rejected articles and in case of failure in satisfactory replacement by the supplier
alongwith amount of liquidated damages shall be recovered from his dues and security deposit
available with the department. In case recovery is not possible recourse will be taken under
Rajasthan PDR Act or any other law in force.
